19° DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO

Ya es tiempo que nos demos cuenta que las
ensenianzas de Dios, por medio de sus profe-
tas y de su Hijo Jesus, son las que valen la pe-
na. Los ultimos domingos, el Evangelio nos
muestra de diferentes maneras como Jesus es
el Pan de Vida, y como podemos alcanzar
grandes niveles de conocimiento en la fe y
como vivir los valores auténticos del Evange-
lio. Sin embargo, la pregunta importante es
la siguiente: ;Qué podemos aprender de Dios
y de sus enserianzas en la época actual? ;Qué
significa para nosotros la Palabra de Dios? La
respuesta es personal y amerita una reflexion
profunda de parte de cada uno.

En la Eucaristia, Jesus se nos da como alimen-
to; nos da la fuerza necesaria para continuar
en el camino que aun nos queda por recorrer.
Aprendamos a recibirla con respeto y venera-
cion: “Yo soy el pan vivo que ha bajado del
cielo. El que coma de este pan vivira para
siempre. El pan que yo daré es mi carne, y lo
daré para la vida del mundo” (Juan 6:51). Pi-
damos al Espiritu Santo, que nos ayude a
comprender la inmensidad del amor de Jesus
al darse como alimento. El Catecismo de la
Iglesia Catolica, en el numeral 1324, no ense-
fa lo siguiente: “La Eucaristia es la fuente y
la cima de toda la vida cristiana. Los demads
sacramentos, como también todos los ministe-
rios eclesiales y las obras de apostolado, es-
tan unidos a la Eucaristia y a ella se ordenan.
La Sagrada Eucaristia, en efecto, contiene to-
do el bien espiritual de la Iglesia, es decir,

Cristo mismo, nuestra Pascua’.
