MISSIONARY COOPERATION PLAN 2024

Father John Callan, Sch.P. will be celebrating
all masses on Sunday, July 21%. He is a mem-
ber of the Piarist Fathers’ Province of the Unit-
ed States and Puerto Rico.

The Piarist Fathers are a pontifical reli-
gious order of priest and brothers. All of their
members profess the usual vows of poverty,
chastity and obedience. They also profess a
special fourth vow to educate the young, par-
ticularly the poor.

In the Province of the United States and
Puerto Rico, they have 52 members. They
work in the Archdioceses of Havana, Miami,
New York, Philadelphia, Quetzaltenango, San
Juan and Washington in the Dioceses of Lex-
ington, Ponce and Tabasco. In these locations,
they generally minister in schools and parish-
es.

Their mission work includes Cuba (1
parish, 1 chapel and 1 socio-educational cen-
ter), Guatemala (1 parish, 32 chapels and 3
schools), Mexico (2 chapels), Adjuntas, PR (1
parish, 9 chapels and 1 school), Lexington, KY
(1 school) and San Juan, PR (1 parish and 1
school). Each of their mission sites are located
in impoverished areas.

They distribute any funds, they receive
from MCP, to their six missions. The needs in
each mission vary. Generally, they include but
are not limited to: evangelization, food, edu-
cation of youth, occupational skills training,
construction projects (schools, churches and
latrines), professional preparation of teach-
ers, basic needs (toiletries, medicine), youth
ministry (Calasanz Movement), scholarship
and tuition assistance, vocations promotion
and sacramental ministry in the remote re-
gions of their missions.

Please consider joining our Christ the King
Centering Prayer Group, which meets every
Tuesday afternoon from 5:30 to 6:30 p.m. via
Free Conference call. During that hour, from
the comfort of our own homes, we share per-
sonal and community based prayers, read
and discuss the Scriptures that will be read at
the following Sunday Mass, and pray in con-
templative silence. As you know, we also sup-
port the less fortunate through our Homeless
Outreach by providing much needed items to
them and referring them to social services
provided by Catholic Charities. If you'd like to
join us, please contact Edwina Hardieway
(ej.hardieway@gmail.com), Rebecca Duncan
(rgduncan22@gmail.com), Terry Harmon
(tharmon955@gmail.com), or Dennis W. Daw-
son (atty.denniswdawson@gmail.com) or just
see us after Mass.

Es
miembro de la Provincia de los Padres Escola-
pios de Estados Unidos y Puerto Rico.

Los Padres Escolapios son una orden
religiosa pontificia de sacerdotes y hermanos.
Todos sus miembros profesan los votos habi-
tuales de pobreza, castidad y obediencia.
También profesan un cuarto voto especial de
educar a los jovenes, especialmente a los po-
bres.

En la Provincia de Estados Unidos y
Puerto Rico tienen 52 miembros. Trabajan en
las Arquidiocesis de La Habana, Miami, Nue-
va York, Filadelfia, Quetzaltenango, San Juan
y Washington en las Diocesis de Lexington,
Ponce y Tabasco. En estos lugares, general-
mente ministran en escuelas y parroquias.

Su trabajo misionero incluye Cuba (1
parroquia, 1 capilla y 1 centro socioeducati-
vo), Guatemala (1 parroquia, 32 capillas y 3
escuelas), México (2 capillas), Adjuntas, PR (1
parroquia, 9 capillas y 1 escuela) , Lexington,
KY (1 escuela) y San Juan, PR (1 parroquia y 1
escuela). Cada uno de sus sitios de mision es-
ta ubicado en areas empobrecidas.

Distribuyen los fondos que reciben del
MCP a sus seis misiones. Las necesidades en
cada mision varian. Generalmente incluyen
pero no se limitan a: evangelizacion, alimen-
tacion, educacion de jovenes, capacitacion
ocupacional, proyectos de construccion
(escuelas, iglesias y letrinas), preparacion
profesional de maestros, necesidades bdadsicas
(articulos de tocador, medicinas), pastoral ju-
venil (Movimiento Calasanz), ayuda con be-
cas y matricula, promocion de vocaciones y
ministerio sacramental en las regiones remo-
tas de sus misiones.
