Notice of Deadline for Filing Claims: FEBRUARY 3, 2025

YOU MAY HAVE A SEXUAL ABUSE CLAIM OR OTHER CLAIM AGAINST THE DIOCESE OF
SAN DIEGO

On June 17, 2024, The Roman Catholic Bishop of San Diego, sometimes referred to as The Diocese of San
Diego (“Debtor”) filed for protection under chapter 11 of Title 11 of the United States Code (the “Bankruptcy
Code”).

If you were sexually abused by any person connected with Debtor, you must file a claim so as to be re-
ceived by February 3, 2025, or otherwise you will be forever barred, estopped, and enjoined from as-
serting such claim against the Debtor. Even if you have already filed a lawsuit against Debtor alleging
abuse you must still file a claim to maintain and/or preserve your rights.

Claims based on acts or omissions of the Debtor that occurred before June 17, 2024, must be filed on or
before February 3, 2025, even if such claims are not now fixed, liquidated, or certain or did not mature
or become fixed, liquidated, or certain before June 17, 2024.

Incluso si
ya presenté una demanda contra el Deudor por abuso, debe presentar una reclamacion para mantener
o preservar sus derechos.

2024 deben presentarse el 3 de febrero del 2025 o antes, incluso si dichas reclamaciones no se han solu-
cionado, liquidado o determinado o no vencieron ni se solucionaron, liquidaron o determinaron antes
del 17 de junio del 2024.

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3% SUNDAY OF ADVENT

On a bright Spring morning, a passerby once
saw St. Francis of Assisi hoeing a row of beans
and asked him, “What would you be doing
right now if you knew this was the last day of
your earthly life?” The Saint responded, “I'd
keep hoeing this row of beans.” Preparing for
this world to end — whether by our death or
by Jesus’ glorious coming — invites us to live
not in the past or the present, but deeply in
the present moment.

This same point is on display in the simple ad-
vice given by the wild and eccentric John the
Baptist. He speaks of the one who is to come
who will baptize “with the Holy Spirit and
fire” (Luke 3:16). Despite the bizarre awe-
someness of this announcement, he tells his
listeners to engage in the present moment
with simple acts of justice and love as their
preparation for Jesus’ coming, sharing their
clothes and food, eliminating greedy and un-
derhanded practices, being content with their
wages. It’s so undramatic. But how many ac-
tually did it? We don’t know. How many of us
will commit ourselves to these types of humble
and demanding practices in our lives? That’s
what we should be doing now in our present
moment, not worrying about the future.

Advent challenge: Name one way you are do-
ing the bare minimum towards others in your
daily life. Or name something you are doing
because you are not content with your finan-
cial situation. Pray: “Jesus, if it is your will,
help me to stop doing these things this week.
Help me prepare for your coming.” Then
make the appropriate changes.
