BLESSED CARLO ACUTIS
BIOGRAPHY
Blessed Carlo Acutis (1991 -2006) was born in
London, England and raised in Milan, Italy.
From an early age, he displayed a remarka-
ble talent for computer programming and a
deep love for the Christ in the Eucharist. He
loved sports, particularly soccer, playing vid-
eo games, graphic novels, and volunteering
with those in need outside of his school hours.

Carlo’s particular devotion to the Eu-
charist was inspired by St. Francis of Assisi
and evident in that he always spent time in
prayer before his parish’s tabernacle either
before or after every Mass he attended. He
tried to go to Mass daily and he saw the Eu-
charist as a tangible manifestation of God's
love.

With his tech-savvy skills, young Carlo
spent four years creating a website that cata-
logued Eucharistic miracles from around the
world. The purpose of his site was to increase
awareness and appreciation for the Eucharist
while also celebrating the worldwide Church.
His hope for this project was to inspire those
who visited the site to deepen their faith and
develop a stronger relationship with Jesus.

Tragically, in 2006 when Carlo was
just 15, his life was cut short when he suc-
cumbed to leukemia. Despite this, his story,
and website, live on as a shining example of
youthful holiness. Recognizing his extraordi-
nary sanctity, the Church beatified Carlo on
October 10, 2020, making him the first mil-
lennial to be beatified.

Carlo's beatification has gone on to
spark a renewed interest in the Eucharist
among some young people today. His story
also serves as a reminder that holiness is at-
tainable even amid modern challenges and
that today'’s tools, like computers and the in-
ternet, can also be an avenue through which
someone can Sserve the Kingdom of God.
Blessed Carlo, pray for us!

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BEATO CARLO ACUTIS
BIOGRAFIA

El Beato Carlo Acutis (1991-2006) nacio en Lon-
dres, Inglaterra y fue criado en Milan, Italia.
Desde muy nifio demostro un talento asombro-
so para programar computadoras y un amor
profundo por Cristo en la Eucaristia. Ademas,
Carlo amaba los deportes, especialmente el fut-
bol, jugaba video juegos, novelas grdficas e hi-
zo voluntariado con los necesitados fuera de
sus horas escolares.

La devocion especifica de Carlo a la Eu-
caristia se inspird en San Francisco de Asis y
fue palpable en el hecho que siempre paso
tiempo en oracion ante el taberndculo de su
parroquia, antes o después de cada Misa en
que participaba. Carlo intentaba ir a Misa dia-
riamente y vio la Eucaristia como una manifes-
tacion perceptible del amor de Dios.

Con sus grandes habilidades tecnologi-
cas, el joven Carlo paso cuatro arios creando
un sitio web mostrando su recopilacion de los
milagros eucaristicos en todo el mundo. El obje-
tivo de su sitio web fue aumentar la concienti-
zacion y aprecio por la Eucaristia y al mismo
tiempo celebrar a la Iglesia a nivel mundial. Su
esperanza para este proyecto era inspirar a
quienes visitaran el sitio web a profundizar su
fe y desarrollar una relacion mds fuerte con
Jesus.

En el ario 2006, con solo 15 anos, la vida
de Carlo fue trdgicamente truncada cuando
sucumbio a la leucemia. Sin embargo, su histo-
ria y sitio web continuan como un ejemplo ilu-
minador de santidad joven. La Iglesia, recono-
ciendo la santidad extraordinaria de Carlo, lo
beatifico el 10 de octubre de 2020, convirtién-
dolo en el primer millennial en ser beatificado.

Hoy en dia, la beatificacion de Carlo ha
continuado desencadenando un interés renova-
do en la Eucaristia entre algunos jovenes. Tam-
bién su historia funciona como un recordatorio
de que la santidad es alcanzable aun en medio
de los retos modernos y que las herramientas
del presente, como las computadoras y el inter-
net, también pueden ser una avenida a través
de la cual alguien puede servir al Reino de
