SAINT TERESA BENEDICTA OF THE CROSS
(EDITH STEIN) (1891-1942)
August 9

“Come,” Edith gently whispered, taking her sister Rosa’s hand,
“let us go for our people!” These were Edith Stein’s last words
as the Nazis, enraged at the Dutch bishops’ condemnation of
their genocide, took into custody all Catholic converts from
Judaism. Born Jewish, but non-practicing from her teens,
Edith’s search for truth led to a doctorate in philosophy, a bril-
liant career as professor and author and, finally, to the Autobi-
ography of Saint Teresa of Avila, which she read in one sitting,
then declared, “That is the Truth!” Baptized on January 1, 1922,
observed then as the feast of Jesus’ initiation into the covenant
of Abraham, confirmed on February 2, the feast of Jesus’
Presentation in the Temple, Edith entered the cloistered Car-
melites in Cologne, transferring to a convent in Holland when
she realized that, because of the Nazi persecution of the Jews,
her presence could imperil the safety of the other nuns. She
died in the gas chambers of Auschwitz as a daughter of Israel
and of the Church.

SANTA TERESA BENEDICTA DE LA CRUZ
(1891-1942)9 de Agosto

Edith Stein nacié y creci6é en una familia judfa muy piadosa.
Siempre fue muy inteligente y a los 13 afios renuncié a Dios,
declarandose atea. A los 23 afios obtuvo un doctorado en
filosofia y, tras el testimonio de la viuda de quien fuera su maes-
tro, ley6 en una sola noche la vida de Santa Teresa de Avila y
ahi encontr6 la verdad. Abrazé la fe cristiana y se hizo bautizar,
cosa que caus6 mucho dolor a su madre. Posteriormente, més
dolor causé cuando les dijo que se harfa monja carmelita, como
Teresa. Ahi brillé por su pensamiento filoséfico y también por
su capacidad de ensefiar. Como religiosa adoptd el nombre
Benedicta de la Cruz (bendecida de la cruz), nombre que mar-
carfa su vida de sacrificio. Fue trasladada a Holanda, pero ahi,
en 1942 llegé la Gestapo (policia secreta alemana) y la arre-
staron por ser judfa. Junto con otros hermanos y hermanas, la
enviaron en un tren hasta Auschwitz, un campo de concen-
tracién que se encuentra en Polonia, ahi, murié valientemente
en la camara de gas. Fue canonizada en 1998.
