2ND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
JOHN 2:1-12

A friend invited me to an invitation-only wine-tasting event.
There were over two hundred varieties of wine. Having no
idea how to approach such a massive selection, I wandered
aimlessly among the tables, sipping this and that. At the end
of the evening my friend asked if I had tried some of the ex-
ceptionally expensive wines. I hadn’t. “The really good stuff
disappears first,” he said. “My man, you missed out on some
amazing vino.” I was so disappointed. I wasted my chance
for amazing once-in-a-lifetime wine. The wine I tasted was,
well, blah.

Don’t we often feel a similar disappointment in life? I missed
this or that opportunity. If only I had known. Optimism
sputters and fades. The glory days are gone. The chances, it
“d seems, for the really great things in life come and go so
quickly. Then they are gone forever. The good stuff goes first. Then life is just blah.

Not so with the Lord Jesus. In Jesus’ miracle at the wedding at Cana, the steward of the feast
says, “Everyone serves good wine first, and then...an inferior one” (John 2:10). That’s the natu-
ral downward progression of life. The good stuff disappears quickly. But he says of the groom
(who symbolizes Jesus), “But you have kept the good wine until now.” This is the ever-improving
trajectory of the realm of God’s grace. With Jesus, the “good wine” of divine love, hope and
peace gets better as our journey of faith progresses. Where are your greatest disappointments?
Don’t give in to the lie that the really good stuff is gone. Tell Jesus you’ve run out. Then learn

how to taste that amazingly good wine, because he saves the best until now.

DEVOTIONS, EXPLAINED! - CONNECT WITH
TRADITION AND GROW YOUR FAITH
The Angelus

The incarnation of Christ changed the life of
every Christian person who ever lived. Reflect-
ing on that moment in salvation history is an
opportunity for grace, growth and peace. Who
wouldn’t want that every day, or even three
times every day?

The Angelus is composed of three antiphons
which narrate the annunciation, each fol-
lowed by the recitation of a Hail Mary (a pray-
er that itself contains the “angelic greeting” of
the angel Gabriel). Its name is derived from
the first words of the prayer in Latin.

This devotion was developed over the course
of several centuries and is rooted in the an-
cient practice of saying three Hail Marys in
the evening. Historically, people were called to
prayer by the ringing of church bells — “the
Angelus bells.” Most people who recite the An-
gelus do so daily at noon, though it is often
said in the morning, at noon and in the even-
ing.

iDEVOCIONES, EXPLICADAS! — CONECTATE
CON LA TRADICION Y CRECE EN TU FE
El Angelus, Explicado

La encarnacion de Cristo cambio la vida de
cada persona cristiana que jamas haya existi-
do. Reflexionar sobre ese momento de la his-
toria de la salvacion es una oportunidad para
la gracia, el crecimiento y la paz. ;Quién no
querria eso todos los dias, o incluso tres veces
al dia?

El Angelus se compone de tres antifonas que
narran la anunciacion, cada una seguida por
el rezo de un Ave Maria (una oracion que a
su vez contiene el "saludo angélico" del angel
Gabriel). Su nombre se deriva de las primeras
palabras de la oracion en latin.

Esta devocion se desarrollo a lo largo de va-
rios siglos y tiene sus raices en la antigua
practica de rezar tres Avemarias por la no-
che. Historicamente, la gente era llamada a
la oracion por el sonido de las campanas de
la iglesia: "las campanas del Angelus". La ma-
yoria de las personas que recitan el Angelus
lo hacen diariamente al mediodia, aunque a
menudo se dice por la manana, al mediodia y

por la noche.

Jesus,
nos muestra que, a pesar de lo duro de la vida, del sufri-
miento y los fracasos, existe una esperanza. ;Como pode-
mos ponerle una chispa de alegria a nuestra fe? ;Se te ocu-
rre algo para disfrutar con Jesus en la fiesta de su Reino?

Asimismo, existe la otra ensefianza, la de Maria, la Madre de Jesus, que estuvo atenta en aque-
lla fiesta y se dio cuenta que no habia vino. Ella supo poner el problema en manos de Aquel que
lo resolveria. Y dio la siguiente instruccion: “Hagan lo que él les diga” (Juan 2:5); e inmediata-
mente, desaparecio totalmente de la escena, dejando en Jesus todo el protagonismo. ;Qué debo
aprender de Maria? Que ella nos lleva a Jesus y que cada vez que haga una buena accion, las
personas le reconozcan a El y yo desaparezca.
